THE FSG CUP - COMPETITION FORMAT AND GENERAL INFORMATION

* Men will play from the white tees. Ladies will play from red tees.

» Stableford format, with all golfers playing off full index handicap adjusted for RBGC course rating.

* Mulligans may be shared amongst team members but may not be used on the putting surface.

» All par 3’s are in play for nearest the pin competitions, fee payment required for entry upon arrival.

* The 4 players from each FSG Company to be split into two 2-balls, an “A” team and “B” team. Team
Captains to advise preferred pairings in advance. Each 2-ball will then play the round with a 2-ball from
another FSG Company to foster inter-FSG fellowship and a little friendly competition.

= Each Company pair will play ‘2-ball better ball’ game, and thus be competing against the whole field for
their Company.......not specifically against the other 2-ball in your group. Accordingly, each golfer plays
their own ball throughout the round, but after each hole only the single best Stableford score is recorded
and counts for the team score for that hole.

» At the end of the round, the total Stableford points scores for team “A” and team “B” will be added
together to produce an aggregate Company total Stableford score. Please use team scorecards provided
and submit your signed card promptly upon return to the clubhouse.

FSG CUP - PRIZES

» 15t place team. - The FSG Cup and a good bottle of fizz each plus a RBGC gift.

NB: The FSG Cup is on loan for only one year, with the winning company taking responsibility for having
their name engraved and safe return of the trophy for prizegiving at the event the next year.

= 2" place team - Members will each receive a bottle of red wine each plus a RBGC gift
= 31 place team - Members will each receive a bottle of white wine plus a RBGC gift
